Beall Cemetery. Historic Texas Cemetery. Located 2 mi. N
on FM 1346, 0.5 mi. W on Cemetery Lane. Other Names:
Countryside Memorial Park; Bell Cemetery.

Immanuel Lutheran Cemetery. Historic Texas Cemetery.
Located on FM 1346 N of intersection with Hwy 87.

Concrete Cemetery. Historic Texas Cemetery; Texas State
Historical Marker. Located 2 mi. N of La Vernia on FM 775.

Deaf Smith Oak Tree. Famous Texas tree. Located in a field
about 300 yards W of FM 775, about 2 mi. N of La Vernia on
private property.

Cruse Cemetery. Historic local cemetery. Wilson Co. cemetery
number WN-133. Located 2 mi. SE of La Vernia on Hwy 87.
Turn left on CR 341. Go 0.5 mi.; cemetery is on right.

Britton-Robinson Cemetery. Historic local cemetery. Wilson Co.
cemetery number WN-CO007. Located 2 mi SE of La Vernia off
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See reverse for Chihuahua
Street and historical markers
in La Vernia city limits.

Hwy 87 on CR 341. Go 0.5 mi.; cemetery is 500 feet on left past
Cruse Cemetery.
